- Racing Rule 30.1, “Round the End Rule” does not apply. 
2. Open to all mono-hull sailboats 21 feet or longer, with a current NC PHRF rating certificate. Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee to:  Eddy Parker, treasurer, NYRA. 
3. The scoring system will be Time on Time. Trophies awarded in Spinnaker and 

Non-spinnaker classes A, B, etc. as deemed appropriate by the PRO. Prizes will be awarded for the top 3 finishers in each class. When 5 or more races have been completed 1 race may be excluded, if 9 or more races are completed the  2 worst scores may be excluded.
