	1.1 Pamlico Sailing Club



	Race Schedule:
	2.1 There will be a single start for all classes, with the first warning signal at 3:00 PM on August 13th.

2.2 Attendance at the skippers meeting represents check in for the start.



	Rules:
	3.1 The 2005-2008 Racing Rules of Sailing and the prescriptions of the US Sailing will govern the regatta, except as any of these are changed by the Sailing Instructions. This regatta is classified as a Category C event per Appendix G of the Racing Rules of Sailing.



	Racing Classes:
	3.1 There will be two classes:

A Class - spinnaker allowed 
B Class - no loose flying headsails allowed

The “A” flag will be used as the class flag in starting the race.



	Course,

Description of Marks:
	4.1 Course will begin between the committee boat  and the Fl G 4s “1” mark off Oriental in the Neuse River. 

4.2 Leave Neuse River mark Fl 6s “NR” (35o 06’ 38”N, 076o 28’ 31”W) to starboard, Brant Island Shoal mark “BI” and Pamlico Point mark “PP” to port , and Indian Island Green “3” to starboard while en route.

4.3 Course will end between the committee boat (C&C 25, la Belle Aurore) and Core Point mark Fl G 4s “5” off Bath in the Pamlico River.  The RC boat will display a flashing yellow stobe light for ease of location.


	Start:
	5.1 Races will be started using Rule 26. There will be a single start for all classes.

 

	Time Limits:
	6.1 Establishing a time limit for the race will be discussed at the skipper’s meeting.

6.2 Boats withdrawing from the race during the night should contact the race committee boat or another competitor (the race chairman will be aboard IMZADI) on VHF channel 16 to announce their withdrawal.



	Shortening of Course
	7.1 In the event of light winds and the prospect that no competitor will finish prior to 2:00 AM on August 14th, the Race Committee may elect to shorten the course. The finish will be moved to Pamlico River flashing R 6s “4” near Gum Point. Shortening of the course will be announced by the RC on VHF channel 16. Please repeat the announcement to any competitor in your vicinity to help ensure that all boats get the information.

 

	Notices to Competitors,

Signals Made Ashore:
	8.1 No signals will be made ashore. Information for competitors, including recalls for boats OCS, will be broadcast on channel 16.

8.2 The race committee will monitor and call on VHF channel 16. After calling on channel 16, it may broadcast on VHF channel 72 for race and safety related messages. For the time period from the initial warning for each race until five minutes after each class has started each race, the race committee may call on VHF channel 72 notices of premature starters and a general recall without having called on VHF channel 16.



	Protests:
	9.1 Protests must be written, and in the format stipulated in the RRS 2001-2004. Suitable forms are available at the US Sailing website, the PSC website, ECYS and McCotter's Marina, but use of this form is not required. 

9.2 The written protests are to be delivered to the Fleet Captain or Assistant Fleet Captain within one hour after the committee boat has docked at Bath Harbor Marina.

9.3 The Fleet Captain will select the members of the protest committee, which will hear protests at such times and places as designated by the Fleet Captain. A quorum of the Protest Committee shall be four members, including the Fleet Captain. The Fleet Captain shall act as chairperson but shall not vote except in case of a tie. It shall be the duty of the Protest Committee to hear a proper protest at the earliest possible time with proper notification of concerned parties. Protests will be heard in approximately the order of receipt.
