1.0 ORGANIZING AUTHORITY

Neuse Yacht Racing Association

2.0 RULES

All races will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing 2005 - 2008 (RRS), the prescriptions of US Sailing, NC­
PHRF, this Notice of Race, and the Sailing Instructions.

3.0 CHANGES TO THE RACING RULES

A boat may not protest a boat for an alleged breach of RRS 75.2 with respect to ISAF Regulation 19, Eligibility Code.

4.0 ELIGIBILITY

This Regatta is an invitational regatta open to all PHRF monohull yachts, 21 feet, in length, and above, skippered and
crewed exclusively by women. All yachts must have a current NC-PHRF, rating, or must obtain a rating at registration.

All yachts competing in the Regatta shall be seaworthy and shall carry the proper equipment to meet all USCG safety
requirements. The seaworthiness of a yacht is the sole and inescapable responsibility of the owner. She must ensure
that all safety equipment is properly maintained and stowed in an accessible location known to the crew. Hulls of yachts
shall be self-righting, strongly built, water-tight and properly rigged and ballasted and be fully seaworthy. All
equipment must function properly and be of a size, type, and capacity suitable and adequate for the intended use and size
of the yacht.

5.0 SCHEDULE

Saturday, September 22,2007 - 10:45 a.m. - Skipper's Meeting, Oriental Marina Deck
Saturday, September 22,2007 - 1:00 p.m. - First start, Neuse River - in the vicinity of Oriental
Saturday, September 22, 2007 -Shore side activities after the finish of the race(s) shall include; Trophy presentations,
(Tiki Bar will be open - CASH BAR), and LIVE BAND, (7:00 p.m. - 11:00 p.m.), on the Deck at the Oriental Marina.

ALSO a FULL DINNER will be served for $12.50 per person, from 6:00p.m. - 7:00 p.m. (Cheese Lasagna, Italian
Meatballs in Marinara, Tossed Italian Salad Vinaigrette, Crusty Garlic Bread, Dessert and Iced Tea).

6.0 SCORING

The Low Point Scoring System, Appendix A of the RRS will apply. A minimum of one race shall be completed to
constitute a Regatta, all scores will count, no "throw-outs", this changes Rule A.2.
