Open to all mono-hull sailboats 21 feet
or longer, with a current NC PHRF rating certificate. One completed race will constitute
a completed regatta.

NEW THIS YEAR!: A cruising class has been added to encourage normally non-racing
sailors to participate. This class will be restricted by the Race Committee (see below) to
boats not specifically outfitted for racing, including but not limited to those with 'white'
sails, roller furling, dodgers, biminis, davits with or without dinghies, stern mounted
grills, radar, wind steering gear, etc., etc. Also, the CRUISING class will race FREE
OF CHARGE—yep—no registration fee for the 'cruisers'!

The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing
2005-2008 with the following additions:

- Racing Rule 26, “Starting Races” The “P” flag will be used for the Preparatory Signal
- Racing Rule 30.1, “Round the End Rule” is in effect at all starts without the “I” flag
being displayed

- Racing Rule A2, “Series Scores” is changed so there will be no exclusions

The scoring system will be Time on Time. Awards given in Spinnaker and
Non-spinnaker and Cruising classes A, B, etc. as deemed appropriate by the PRO.

Awards will be based on the number of entries in each class.
