1 RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

2.1 The regatta is open to all cruising boats. If you have a current NCPHRF certificate and are
not listed in the 2009 NCPHRF Yearbook, you must submit a copy of your certificate with
your entry form. Entries without a current NCPHRF rating will be assigned one which will
not be subject to redress. Three starts will be given for these four classes (a minimum of
three boats constitute a class):

Spinnaker Jib and Main A

Cruising Jib and Main B

2.2 REGISTRATION may be completed by sending the attached form together with the
required fee, to ODC, PO Box 981, Oriental, NC 28571 postmarked no later than July 6.
Submissions after that will be LATE REGISTRATION. A registration desk will be open on
Saturday from 0700 until 0830 at Whittaker Pointe Marina.

3 FEES

3.1 The entry fee will include dockage at River Dunes, one ticket for dinner, and one
commemorative Tee shirt. See attached form for the fee schedule.

4 SCHEDULE

4.1 A skippers meeting will be held at 0800 on July 18 at Whittaker Pointe Marina.

5 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The sailing instructions will be available after June 26 on the ODC website,
OrientalDinghyClub.com, and at the skippers meeting.
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6 VENUE

6.1 The Saturday race will begin off the waters of Oriental and finish in the vicinity of Fl R “4”
off of Piney Point.

The Sunday race will start in the vicinity of Fl R “4” off of Piney Point and finish in the
vicinity of Fl G “7” Garbacon Shoal.

7 THE COURSES

The courses will be primarily in the lower Neuse River and extending into Pamlico Sound
no further than Brant Island Shoal. All government marks shall be properly observed unless
they are used as a rounding mark of the course. The course number will be posted on the
signal boat.

8 SCORING

8.1 The Low Point system will be used for each race and combined corrected times will be used
to determine an overall winner for the weekend.

9. BERTHING

Competitors travelling from a distance or wishing to stay in Oriental after the Hancock
Regatta may contact Ashley Erwin (252-249-1754) for dockage at The Whittaker Pointe
Marina. Boats will be assigned docking at River Dunes.

10 RADIO COMMUNICATION

In addition to monitoring Channel 16, competitors are encouraged to monitor Channel 72
should the race committee wish to communicate any information.

11 PRIZES

Prizes will be given for the top finishers in each class, each day, and for the overall top
boats in each class for the weekend. One prize will be awarded for a class of 3, two for a
class of 5, and three for a class of 7 or more.
